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I have a little Tech Tip for those of us with 2005-

early 2007 Mustangs. If you have to replace the 

fuel pump, you will need an OEM replacement. I 

found out the hard way that after-market fuel 

pumps do not have a regulator inside that controls 

the fuel level in the split gas tanks! Yes, these model 

years have an extremely strange fuel tank arrange-

ment and the after-market pumps only read one side 

of the tank before telling the driver that you are 

out of fuel.  

I was beyond frustrated with the repair done at a 

local shop and I was ready to give the car to Pick & 

Pull. I have to thank Walnut Creek Ford for discov-

ering the problem and fixing it correctly right away. 

(Yes, the local shop gave me a full refund when I 

told them what happened.) 

I hope this info helps someone else down the road…

(get it?!)
